Hello Everyone,
It is important for me to address the public to ensure complete transparency in what is going on in Grand Chute. Following a lengthy and thorough investigation by the Department of Justice that I understand commenced more than two years ago, only one charge was issued to Town Board Supervisor Ronald Wolff and Mr. Wolff was recently determined by a jury of his peers to be not guilty of that charge.  Meanwhile, a faceless political hate group that call themselves the “Concerned Citizens of Grand Chute” has accused me and other Board members of engaging in practices that violate open meeting laws.  I am not aware of any of any such violations. All closed session agenda items for Town Board meetings are prepared by the Town’s legal counsel. However, as I learned, a complaint was filed with the Outagamie County District Attorney’s office on October 26, 2023, the day after this group assembled a meeting at the American Legion in Grand Chute. This is the second time this group assembled; the first time was at the Grand Chute Town Center Park in August of 2023.  What I find to be appalling is that this complaint is essentially a waste of State resources to protest the Town Board for terminating James March’s employment contract with the Town. 
David Schowalter, Eric Davidson, and Bruce Sherman are all former Town Board members who served during a period of time when many residents questioned the integrity of the Board. Also, on this list of signatures is Tim Bantes, a candidate for Town Board Supervisor. It is very disappointing that Mr. Bantes would choose to engage in such behavior with the intent to use taxpayer money and the DA’s office as a political weapon to advance his campaign. What is also interesting with the complaint signature page is that a few members of the League of Women Voters (LVW)of Appleton-Fox Cities, including the LVW of Appleton-Fox Cities President is showing support to this nonsense. LWV representatives question why candidates for some political races don’t want to participate in debates they sponsor. This behavior explains why. (See signature list below DOJ 002288 and DOJ 002289)
I learned that a senior living facility was planning on hosting a “meet and greet” for Tim Bantes. I found out it was later cancelled when a resident inquired about the enclosed meeting announcement sign that was going to be placed in the newsletter of the senior living center. In addition, were the free coffee and donuts being provided as an incentive for residents to vote for Mr. Bantes? Why did Tim Bantes represent himself as a Town Board Supervisor? Was this an attempt to confuse our senior citizen residents? 
The accompanying picture of Mr. Bantes and then candidate Beth English shows that a similar activity occurred in 2023. Why would Mr. Bantes choose to engage in this type of behavior?
Tim Bantes has chosen to make statements about there being “many lawsuits and ethics investigations against some Town Board members.”  What Mr. Bantes fails to reveal, however, is that all the lawsuits and complaints that he references have been started by individuals who are interested in seeing me, Supervisor Ron Wolff, and Supervisor Jeff Ings removed from the Town Board so things can go back to how they had been under former Town Chairman Dave Schowalter.
Here are the facts to support the reality of Mr. Bantes actions:
-The Department of Justice investigation of Supervisor Ron Wolff was started by Brad Gehring, a friend of former Chairman Schowalter.
-Brad Gehring supported and (perhaps encouraged) former Town Administrator James March to file a lawsuit against the Town and three of its Board members. 
-The complaint with the Brown County District Attorney’s office against the current Board was signed by Mr. Bantes and his associates, including former Town Chairman Schowalter. This is simply a political stunt to gain media attention.
-The ethics complaint made by Connie Raether and Patti Clark-Stojke will be dismissed. Supervisor Ings not only acted in the best interest of the Town, but he judiciously obtained legal advice from multiple municipal attorneys before taking action in order to ensure that his actions were beyond reproach.  Ms. Raether and Ms. Clark-Stojke are known supporters of Mr. Bantes, Mr. Showalter, and Mr. Gehring.
All of the above referenced lawsuits and complaints were filed by Mr. Bantes’ associates, yet he chooses to place blame improperly and deceitfully on current Board members.
I am extremely disappointed that individuals who took an oath to act in the best interest of the Town have engaged in this type of reprehensible behavior which has greatly hindered and interfered with the efforts of our Town government. This includes former Fire Chief Tim Bantes, former Chairman Dave Showalter, Supervisor Brad Gehring, former Town Administrator James March, and others who associated with them. I also need to question their motives and why are they engaging in this type of behavior? What is the endgame? 
This evidence strongly suggests that this group of people are engaging in questionable or improperly acting, then blaming these actions on certain members serving on the Town Board.
In addition to the “Concerned Citizens of Grand Chute” complaint that was filed by Mr. Bantes and others with Outagamie County DA’s office (which I understand was forwarded to the Brown County DA’s due to a conflict) and the James March lawsuit, there was also an ethics complaint filed by Connie Raether and Patti Clark-Stojke against Supervisor Jeff Ings.  All of these matters are calculated attempts to create the illusion of distrust in the current Town Board. That illusion is not reality, and I hope the citizens of Grand Chute can see past the smoke and mirrors being displayed by this group of individuals.

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Addendum to the Complaint of David A. Schowalter, Complainant, against the Town of Grand
Chute Board of Supervisors, Respondents, whose address is 1900 Grand Chute Blvd, Grand
Chute, W1, 54913.

I have reason to believe that on May 02, 2023, Section 19.85(1) of the Wisconsin Statutes,
permitting a governmental body to convene in closed session under one or more authorized
exemptions, was violated by the Town Board of the Town of Grand Chute. This violation
occurred when the Board misrepresented its intent by noticing an open meeting exemption that
was incompatible with their actual purpose for convening in closed session. This action served to
deprive Grand Chute residents of their right to be apprised of the Board’s actual intent and to
voice their opinions.

Section 19.85(1) states, “No motion to convene in closed session may be adopted unless the chief
presiding officer announces to those present at the meeting at which such motion is made, the
nature of the business to be considered at such closed session, and the specific exemption or
exemptions under this subsection by which such closed session is claimed to be authorized. Such
announcement shall become part of the record of the meeting. No business may be taken up at
any closed session except that which relates to matters contained in the chief presiding officer’s
announcement of the closed session.” On May 02, 2023, the Grand Chute Town Board convened
in closed session after the presiding officer, Town Chairman Jason Van Eperen, stated the nature
of the Town’s business by reading the following announcement from the noticed agenda:

G. CLOSED SESSION

1. Consider motion to convene in closed session pursuant to Wi Stats. 19.85(1)(c) “Considering
employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee
over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility,” (e)
“Deliberating or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds,
or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons
require a closed session,” and (g) “Conferring with legal counsel for the governmental body
who is rendering oral or written advice concerning strategy to be adopted by the body with
respect to litigation in which it is or is likely to become involved,” to wit: to discuss the
performance of the Town Administrator, confer with special counsel regarding the Town’s rights
and responsibilities under the employment agreement with the Town Administrator, review the
Town'’s legal position in relation to the Administrator’s counsel’s correspondence and otherwise
discuss the Town Board’s legul position in relation to same.
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(It should be noted that in reading this announcement, Chairman Van Eperen omitted the
following phrase, “adopted by the body with respect to litigation in which it is or is likely to
become involved,” to wit: t0”.)

The May 02, 2023 closed session marked the third closed session to be convened within the span
of three weeks to discuss the performance of the Town Administrator, with previous meetings
occurring on April 13, 2023 and April 18, 2023. The following announcements were read from
the noticed agendas for each of these two meetings:

D. CLOSED SESSION (April 13 Meeting)

1. Consider motion to convene in closed session via roll call vote pursuant to WI. Stats.
19.85(1)(c) Considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data
of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises
responsibility and 19.85(1)(e) Deliberating or negotiating the purchasing of public properties,
the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever
competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session (to discuss the performance of the
Town Administrator, confer with special counsel regarding the Town’s rights and
responsibilities under the employment agreement with the Town Administrator and otherwise
discuss the Town Board'’s legal position in relation to same).

H. CLOSED SESSION (April 18 Meeting)

1. Consider motion to convene in closed session via roll call vote pursuant to WI. Stats.
19.85(1)(c) Considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data
of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises
responsibility and 19.85(1)(e) Deliberating or negotiating the purchasing of public properties,
the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever
competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session (to discuss the performance of the
Town Administrator, confer with special counsel regarding the Town's rights and
responsibilities under the employment agreement with the Town Administrator and otherwise
discuss the Town Board’s legal position in relation to same).

These three closed sessions were preceded by an April 11, 2023 special meeting of the Town
Board, during which the Board voted to hire independent counsel “fo review the Administrator’s
contract, advise the Town Board of options relating to the contract and otherwise represent the
interests of the Town Board and the Town in relation to the Administrator.” Based on the action
of the Board on April 11 and the scheduling of the subsequent closed sessions using the
aforementioned statutory exemptions, it became known to Town residents that the Board was
seeking to negotiate a separation agreement with the Town Administrator, an intent confirmed
following the outcome of the closed sessions from April 13 and April 18. This intended action by
the Board drew interest from numerous Town residents, who attended the closed sessions to
demonstrate their support for, and interest in retaining, the Town Administrator.

Having failed to negotiate a separation agreement following closed sessions on April 13 and
April 18, and having heard strong support for the retention of the Town Administrator from
Town residents, the Town Board scheduled the third closed session to address this matter on
May 02, essentially providing the same exemption they had previously utilized, with the
exception of adding 19.85(1)(g), “Conferring with legal counsel for the governmental body who
is rendering oral or written advice concerning strategy to be adopted by the body with respect to
litigation in which it is or is likely to become involved.” Having expressed their strong support
for retention of the Town Administrator on two prior occasions, and due to the fact that the
primary exemption used to justify the closed session gave no indication the intent of the meeting
was any different than that of the first two meetings, the third meeting was much more sparsely
attended and did not include any public input. That meeting concluded, however, with the Board
reconvening in open session and voting to terminate the employment of the Town Administrator.

Prior to its action on May 02, 2023, the Town Board provided residents with no indication of
their intent to terminate the employment of the Town Administrator. In fact, The Board had, on a
previous occasion, publicly acknowledged the Administrator had met all of his performance
objectives. Similarly, residents that spoke during the public input period on April 13 and 18,
2023, commended the Town Administrator for his achievements. In spite of this show of support
for the Town Administrator, the Town Board chose to terminate his employment.

Section 19.85(1)(b) is a statutory exemption permitting a governmental body to convene in
closed session for the following reason:

(b) Considering dismissal, demotion, licensing or discipline of any public employee or person
licensed by a board or commission or the investigation of charges against such person, or
considering the grant or denial of tenure for a university faculty member, and the taking of
formal action on any such matter; provided that the faculty member or other public employee or
person licensed is given actual notice of any evidentiary hearing which may be held prior fo final
action being taken and of any meeting at which final action may be taken. The notice shall
contain a statement that the person has the right to demand that the evidentiary hearing or
meeting be held in open session. This paragraph and par. () do not apply to any such
evidentiary hearing or meeting where the employee or person licensed requests that an open
session be held

The actions of the Town Board make it abundantly clear that, not only did they convene in
closed session for the purpose of considering the dismissal of the Town Administrator, they did,
in fact, reach that conclusion while in closed session, even though they exercised a pro forma
vote on the matter upon returning to open session. This was evident in the fact that they
reconvened in open session with a scripted motion calling for the termination of the
administrator with specific conditions, which was subsequently read into the record. In addition,
the lone dissenting Board member, Supervisor Brad Gehring, expressed, before the vote was
taken, that in his 30 years of life in county government, “this is probably the most disgusting
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thing I’ve ever been a part of.” Given that no other discussion occurred in open session, this
comment was clearly related to the outcome reached in closed session.

There is further reason to believe this outcome was preordained, and was actually decided prior
to convening in closed session. This is based upon the reaction of Supervisor Jeff Ings during
discussion on an earlier agenda item, F., 1., Committee Appointments, under which the Town
Administrator was being nominated by the Chairman for reappointment to the Joint Review
Board, the Room Tax Commission, and the Convention and Visitors Bureau. Following the
motion to reappoint the Town Administrator, Supervisor Ings stated, “Mr. Chairman, just
wondering what is proper protocol on this given that we are looking at Jim’s (Town
Administrator) position here? Are we able to go ahead and do this okay? Is there any reason it
should not be done?” The Chairman struggled to provide a cogent answer, leading to a serious
concern that his decision to add the appointments to the agenda was intended to mislead citizens
regarding the intended purpose of the impending closed session by providing a false sense of
security that the Town Administrator’s job was not in jeopardy. Arguably, noticing the closed
session using Section 19.85(1)(c) as the authorizing exemption accomplished the same purpose.
Had the meeting been noticed under Section 19.85(1)(b), Grand Chute residents would have
been aware of the Board’s intent and would have had the opportunity to respond accordingly.

It is my belief that the closed session convened by the Grand Chute Town Board on May 02,
2023 was improperly noticed, as it did not honestly convey the intent of the Board. This unlawful
action thereby deprived the citizens of Grand Chute of their right to be apprised of the Board’s
actual intent and to voice their opinion regarding the Board’s action. As such, I would ask that
this matter be thoroughly investigated for the purpose of determining the legality of the Board’s
action. Furthermore, I would ask that the District Attorney immediately commence an action, as
outlined in Section 19.97(2) of the Wisconsin Statutes, to enjoin the Town Board from
implementing any decision deriving from discussion that occurred during the meeting in question
until such time as this investigation has been completed and a determination made regarding the
legality of the Board’s action.

The preamble to the Wisconsin Open Meetings Law Compliance Guide, issued by the Attorney
General of the State of Wisconsin, states, “It is imperative that we recognize that transparency is
the cornerstone of democracy and that citizens cannot hold elected officials accountable in a
representative government unless government is performed in the open.” The actions of the
Grand Chute Town Board on May 02, 2023 reflected a gross disregard of this important tenet.

All discussions and actions taken in open session are part of a recorded transcript available from
Grand Chute Town Clerk Kayla Raatz, who was also present during the open session of the
meeting. In addition, the agendas for the April 11, April 13, April 18, and May 02 meetings are
attached to this complaint.

Mr. Van Eperen,

I received your December 27, 2023 open records request. Your request encompasses the
prosecutor’s file or documents contained therein. To the extent other records responsive to your
request were found in the prosecutor’s file, we are denying your request as there is a common law
limitation on the right to inspect a prosecutor’s files. See Wis. Stat. § 19.35(1)(a). A prosecutor’s files
are not subject to disclosure under the public records law. State ex rel. Richards v. Foust, 165 Wis. 2d
429, 436, 477 N.W.2d 608 (1991) (“the common law provides an exception which protects the
district attorney’s files from being open to public inspection”; “a common law limitation does exist
against access to prosecutor’s files under the public records law”); see also Democratic Party of
Wisconsin v. Wisconsin Dep’t of Justice, 2016 W1 100, 9 12, 372 Wis. 2d 460, 888 N.W.2d 584
(“investigations and data collected are not open for public viewing because disclosure of this
information would be ‘harmful to the orderly administration of justice’” (citation omitted)).

CASE FILE SUPPLIED TO BROWN COUNTY DISTRICT ATTORNEY'S OFFICE

On Friday, January 05, 2024, Special Agent (S/A) Jay K. Yerges of the Wisconsin Department of Justice (WDOJ) - Division of Criminal
Investigation (DCI) received electronic copies of two (2) formal public complaints (dated May 08, 2023 and October 25, 2023
respectively) regarding alleged ongoing public meeting violations against the Township of Grand Chute Board of Supervisors; a
public records request by Township of Grand Chute Board of Supervisors Chairman Jason J. Van Eperen to the district attorney's
office; and a special prosecutor request form from a representative of the Outagamie County District Attorney's Office. The most
recent referenced alleged public meetings violations had been filed directly with the district attorney’s office by a member(s) of the
public. The district attorney's office was aware the WDOJ had an ongoing investigation that originally pertained to prior alleged
Township of Grand Chute Board of Supervisors open meeting law violations. As a result of the aforementioned, Outagamie County
District Attorney's Office District Attorney (DA) Melinda J. Tempelis sought and obtained judicial authorization for a special
prosecutor to examine and/or review the alleged public meeting law violations. The Brown County District Attorney's Office was
identified as the substitution district attorney's office to examine and/or review the alleged public meetings law violations due to the
Outagamie County District Attorney's Office "conflict of interest” with the matter.

As a resuit, DA Tempelis requested and coordinated for S/A Yerges to supply the ongoing DCI public records portion of the
misconduct in public office investigation along with the most recent allegations to the Brown County District Attorney’s Office for a
formal legal examination and/or review process. On Monday, January 08, 2024, S/A Yerges traveled to the Brown County District
Attorney’s Office. S/A Yerges pre-arranged a meeting with Brown County DA David L. Lasee. After arrival at the office, S/A Yerges
privately met with DA Lasee. S/A Yerges provided DA Lasee with a DCl-prepared USB drive which had a copy of all of the DCI
investigative reports and select related digital attachments upon it.
